 

Remember Your Creator – Gen. 6: 5 - 6
Focal Truth: The day God flooded the world He saved a man who walked with Him
1. Mankind’s sinfulness was great in the world – 6:5 
a. James 1:14 -15 – sin begins with sinful thoughts 
b. Jer. 17:9 – The heart is deceitful – produces self - deceit 
c. 2 Tim. 3:13 – evil men and imposters will grow worse and worse, deceiving and being deceived 
d. 2 Tim. 3:1 – ff – but realize that in the last days difficult times will come. For men will be lovers of self, lovers of money, boastful, arrogant, revilers, disobedient to parents, ungrateful, unholy, unloving, irreconcilable, malicious gossips, without self – control, brutal, haters of good, treacherous, reckless, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, holding a form of godliness, although they have denied its power. 
2. God was grieved with the sinfulness of mankind – 6:6
a. Ps. 78:40 – God was grieved with the sinfulness of Israel in the wilderness – “and grieved him in the desert!”
b. God so loved the world he sent His only begotten Son 
c. Jer. 18:6 – 8 – God is willing to forgive repentant sinners 
d. Eph. 4:30 – the Holy Spirit is grieved when believers are in sin 
3. God judged the entire world because of its great sinfulness – 6:7
a. God destroyed the earth & all living things globally because of man’s sin 
Gen. 7:23 – thus He blotted our every living thing that was upon the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping things and to birds of the sky, and they were blotted out from the earth, and only Noah was left, together with those that were with him in the ark
b. When Jesus comes again destruction will come on the earth 
2 Thess. 5: 2 -3 for you yourselves know full well that the day of the Lord will come just like a thief in the night. While they are saying, peace and safety! Then destruction will come upon them suddenly like labor pains upon a woman with child and they will not escape
c. When Jesus comes again pain will come on sinful unrepentant people 
2 Thess. 1: 6 – 9 – when the Lord Jesus will be revealed from heaven with His mighty angels in flaming fire, dealing out retribution to those who do not know God and to those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus
d. When Jesus comes again judgment will come on all sinful unrepentant people from every generation 
Acts 17:31 – because he has fixed a day in which He will judge the world in righteousness through a Man who He has appointed  
e. When Jesus comes again unexpectant sinners will be caught unprepared 
Matt. 24:37 – 39 – for the coming of the Son of Man will be just like the days of Noah. They were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, they did not understand until the flood came and took them all away, so will the coming of the Son of Man




Consider
a. The Lord will destroy the heavens and the earth with fire when Jesus comes
2 Pet 3:10 – the day of the Lord will come like a thief in which the heavens will pass away with a roar and the elements will be destroyed with intense heat, and the earth and its works will be burned up…it will be destroyed by burning, and the elements will melt with intense heat!
b. The Lord will judge and the lost unsaved will perish forever in hell fire Rev. 20:4
4. Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord – 6:8
But Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord 
a. Gen 5:29 – He called his name Noah, this one will give us rest from our work and from the toil of our hands arising from the ground which the Lord has cursed
b. Gen 6:9 – these are the records of the generations of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, blameless in his time; Noah walked with God 
Gen. 5:22 ,24 - then Enoch walked with God… and he was not for God took him
Gen 17:1 – God said to Abraham walk before Me and be perfect
“to walk in fear and obedience to God, and thereby to please God is the principle thing in our walking with God” Richard Baxter   
“to walk with God is to live in the warming, reviving sunshine of his goodness, and to feel a delighting, and satisfying virtue in his love and gracious presence” R. Baxter
c. Gen. 6:22 – thus Noah did, according to all that God had commanded him, do He did 
d. Gen. 8:20 – 22 - then Noah built and altar to the Lord… then the Lord smelled the soothing aroma; and the Lord said, to Himself, I will never again curse the ground on account of man, for the intent of man’s heart is evil from his youth; and I will never again destroy every living thing as I have done. 
e. Gen 9:12 – this is the sign of the covenant which I am making between Me and you and every living creature that is with you, for all successive generations; it shall come about when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow will be seen in the cloud, and I will remember my covenant which is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh; and never again shall the water become a flood and destroy all flesh. When is bow is in the cloud then I will look upon it to remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh that is on the earth
f. Heb 11:7 – by faith being warned by God about things not yet seen, in reverence prepared an ark for the salvation of his household, by which he condemned the world and became an heir of righteousness which is according to faith 
Consider 
a. Walking with God is fearing, believing & obeying the Lord Jesus Christ 
b. Walking with God is following Jesus as Lord & Savior 
c. Walking with God is reading His word & meeting Him in prayer & worship 
Things to Remember & Do 
a. We live in the last days – Jesus is coming again! 
b. Walk by faith – in the Spirit that will keep you from sin! 
c. Live a godly righteous life in a godless unrighteous world! 
d. Watch & wait for the coming of the Lord Jesus! 
To the praise of the glory of His grace! The Lord is near to the door! Come Lord Jesus!
