


Hebrews 6:18-20
18 so that by two unchangeable things in which it is 
impossible for God to lie, we who have taken refuge 
would have strong encouragement to take hold of the 
hope set before us. 19This hope we have as an anchor 
of the soul, a hope both sure and steadfast and one 
which enters within the veil, 20 where Jesus has entered 
as a forerunner for us, having become a high priest 
forever according to the order of Melchizedek.

.Focal Truth:
I hope in God because Jesus Christ, my High Priest 

is alive in heaven.



Observations:

1. I hope in God because He has given His 
unchangeable promise and oath regarding my 
salvation. – Heb. 6:18

2. My hope in God is firm and secure like an anchor 

set in heaven where Jesus is alive. – Heb. 6:19

3. I hope in God because the Lord Jesus Christ has 

entered heaven forever as my great High Priest. –

Heb. 6:20



Things to Remember:

1. Jesus Christ is alive today in heaven – the High 

Priest of every believer!

2. Because Jesus Christ lives today, there is hope for 

every day!

3. Hope in Jesus Christ the High Priest produces 

confident encouragement in life’s trials and 

expectation for heaven after death.

4. Hopefulness grows in the awareness that Jesus 

Christ the Lord is alive today!

2. Rest in the living Lord Jesus Christ who is your 

great High Priest in heaven.

3. Go to the living Lord Jesus Christ – High Priest
