 Therefore, prepare your mind for action, keep sober in spirit, fix your hope completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ. As obedient children, do not be conformed to the former lusts which were yours in your ignorance, but like the Holy One who called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior, because it is written, you shall be holy, for I am holy

Exhortation – 1:13 -16
1. Believers must prepare their minds for action – 1:13 
a. Prepare your minds – the idea is a word that means to tighten around you – gird around you – this was the practice in ancient times of pulling up and tightening around the waist their robes in order to get to work
b. Prepared minds – are set on things above where Christ is seated as King – high priest – Col.2:1 -2
c. Prepared minds – are set on the Spirit – the things of God – Rom. 8:6 -7
d. Prepared minds – are minds ready & waiting for the coming of the Lord – Luke 12:40
e. Prepared minds – are alert to the adversary the devil – 1 Pet. 5:8 
2. Believers must be sober in spirit – 1:13 
a. Sober in spirit = calm spirited 
b. Sober in spirit – are awake spiritually and alert to the times – 1 Thess. 5:6
c. Sober in spirit – are calm knowing that the end of all things is here – ready for Jesus to return 	      1 Pet. 4:7
d. Sober in spirit – calm in all circumstances & enduring all things – 2 Tim. 4:5  
3. Believers must set their hope completely on the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ – 1:13 
a. Settled hope – of salvation in Jesus Christ – Rom. 8:24 
b. Assured hope – of God’s love given by the Holy Spirit - Rom 5:5 
c. Confident hope – of Jesus Christ return – Tit. 2:13 
d. Living hope – of heaven as home – 1 Pet. 1:3  
4. Believers must not conform to former lusts but must obey God as His children - 1:14
a. Avoid conforming to lusts – of the heart that lead to impurity of thought and action – Rom 1:24 
b. Avoid conforming to lusts – lust of the sin that corrupt the mind with deceit – Eph. 4:22 
c. Avoid conforming to lusts – that enslave and control a life focused on pleasures – Tit. 3:3
d. Avoid conforming to lusts – they wage war on the soul – 1 Pet. 2:11 
5. Believers must be holy in all their behavior – 1:15 
a. Be like the one who calls you to holiness – 1:16, Lev. 19:2 
b. God has called believers to holiness out of sinfulness – 2 Cor. 6:17 
c. God calls believers to be holy in all their behavior 
1. Holy thoughts 
2. Holy emotions 
3. Holy words 
4. Holy deeds
Things to Remember
1. Obedient children of God practice holiness of life 
2. As God is holy His children are holy 
3. Preparation of mind leads to separation from our lustful ways
4. Watching for the return of the Lord purifies God’s people

1. Cleanse yourself of all defilement of the flesh and perfect holiness in the fear of God – 2 Cor. 7:1
2. Set your mind on the holiness of the Lord Jesus Christ 
3. Live a life of self – denial & self – surrender to God’s command to be holy
