Observations:

2. Jesus Christ the great High Priest feels the believer’s 

pain and weakness in heaven. – Heb. 4:15

3. Jesus Christ the great High Priest understands the 

believer’s battle with temptation in heaven. – Heb.4:15

4. Believers go to heaven in prayer to receive help from 

Jesus Christ, their High Priest on earth. – Heb. 4:16



Things to Remember and Do:

1. Remember Jesus Christ, your sympathetic High 

Priest, in times of weakness and temptation.

2. The only pain in heaven is the sympathetic pain of 

Jesus Christ for His people on earth.

3. Our great High Priest in heaven does not ignore, but 

helps us in our weaknesses.

4. Draw close in prayer to Jesus Christ the merciful, 

faithful and sympathizing High Priest in heaven and 

receive mercy and help in your needs on earth.
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
