Remember Your Creator – Gen. 2:1 – 2:1 Part 2 
Focal Truth: Almighty God created all things completely 
Essential principles from Genesis 1 
· All things in the universe were created and made by God in six literal days of creation week
· The creation record is factual, historical, thus all theories of origins or development that involve evolution in any form are false. 
· All things that now exist are sustained and ordered by God’s providential care.
6 characteristics of God creating all things completely – Gen. 1
· God said & it was so 
· God called it by name 
· Then God said
· It was evening & morning each day
· God saw it & it was good 
· God blessed it & it multiplied
Observations 
1. Almighty God created all things orderly – It was evening & morning each day 
a. Day 1 – light & darkness – v. 5 – there was evening and morning, one day 
b. Day 2 – The sky – v. 8 – there was evening and morning, a second day 
c. Day 3 – The earth, the sea & vegetation & trees – v. 13 – there was evening and morning, a third day
d. Day 4 – The sun, the moon & the stars – v. 19 – there was evening and morning, a fourth day
e. Day 5 – The fish, the birds multiply – v. 23 – there was evening and morning, a fifth day 
f. Day 6 – The cattle, creatures, creeping things & Man made in the image of God; male & female – there was evening and morning, a sixth day
Consider 
a. Day 1 of creation began the first day cycle of evening & morning 
b. Time began& continues on from the first day of creation week – there was evening and morning 
c. Eccl. 3:1 – there is an appointed time for everything. And there is a time for every event under heaven  
2. Almighty God created all things beautifully – God saw it & it was good = excellent
a. 1:4 – God saw that the light was good 
b. 1:10 – God called the dry land earth, and the gathering of the waters He called seas; and God saw that it was good
c. 1:17 -18 – God placed them in the expanse of the heavens to give light on the earth, and to govern the day and night, and to separate the light from the darkness; and God saw that it was good 
d. 1:21 – God created the great sea monsters and every living creature that moves, with which the waters swarmed after their kind and every winged bird after its kind and God saw that it was good
e. 1:25 – God made the beasts of the earth after their kind and the cattle after their kind and everything that creeps on the ground after its kind and God saw that it was good
f. 1:31 – God saw all that He had made and behold it was very good
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a. Creation is good because God is good who made all things
b. Creation is good = Heb. Excellent because God makes all things excellent & complete
c. 1 Tim. 4:4 – everything created by God is good   
d. Eccl. 3:11 – He has made everything beautiful in its time. He has set eternity in the heart, yet so that man will not find out the work which God has done from the beginning to the end  
3. Almighty God created all things completely – God blessed it & it multiplied
a. 1:22 – God blessed them saying, be fruitful and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas and let the birds multiply on the earth
b. 1:28 – God blessed them and God said to them, be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth, and subdue it
c. 1:29 – God said, behold I have given you every plant yielding seed that is on the surface of all the earth, and every tree which has fruit which has fruit yielding seed, it shall be food for you; and to every beast of the earth and to every bird of the sky and to everything that moves on the earth which has life, I have given every green plant for food, and it was so 
Consider 
a. God blesses with life all living things He creates 
b. God blesses & multiplies all living things He creates 
Things to Remembered & Do 
1. My help comes from the Lord the maker of heaven & earth – Ps. 121:2
2. God is good and does good – Ps.119:68	
3. It is He who made the earth by His power, who established the world by His wisdom, and by His understanding He has stretched out the heavens – Jer. 10:12
4. While the earth remains, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not cease – Gen. 8:22 
Thus, the heavens and the earth were completed, and all their hosts – Gen. 2:1
